Revalidation
Activities Begin

Beginning this school year, home visitors are
required to visit each family to determine their
continued eligibility in the Migrant Education
Program and to verify that the current qualifying
AYF2NNYIGAR2Y A& GKS FI

Upon re-interviewing families, home visitors are
asked to complete a new certificate of eligibility
(COE) if a more recent qualifying move is
discovered, or have the parents initial the old COE
stating that no new move has been made.

This process will also assist in determining which
students may be considered as Priority of Service
Students. By documenting new qualifying moves
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chances of receiving Migrant Education Program
services are increased as they may be considered
Priority of Service students.

As discussed at the MSDR Statewide Conference,
home visitors need not schedule home visits to
revalidate all existing COEs. Home visitors are
encouraged to take advantage of parent/teacher
conferences, migrant parent meetings, school
district open house events or other such
gatherings where migrant parents can be quickly
interviewed to obtain revalidation signatures.

It is important to note, that while revalidation
activities are required, home visitors are not
required to complete all the revalidations at the
start of the year. Visits can be made to the
families near the anniversary date of the existing
qualifying move.

Changes Made to
Eligibility Criteria

In August of this year terminology was
released through the Federal Register that
provided some changes in the definitions
used to verify the eligibility of migrant
students.

Changes to definitions were made to improve
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qualifying activities, to better define the
purposes of qualifying moves, and to

improve the overall clarity of existing
definitions.
