	Math Goal 1
	Increase the percentage of migrant families who are able to provide their children with what they need to improve their mathematical ability.
	Parent survey questions 7, 7A, and 8.

	Math Goal 2
	Increase the percentage of highly mobile migrant students, as well as other migrant students (grades 9-12) who have access to comprehensive mathematics course work.
	Student survey question 7 compare results to the number of students enrolled in comprehensive math courses (MSIS, Reports Math Goal 2 or Secondary Education Report)

	Reading/ELL Goal 1 
	ELL migrant students increase their reading state assessment (WASL) scores in grades 4/7/10 by ensuring appropriate Student Learning Plans are in place for migrant students who have not met standards on the reading WASL assessment.
	MSIS Report, Student Learning Plan Report – run report by building to determine what students may need a student learning plan based on recent state academic assessment results (required for 8th grade students, student enrolled in LAP, and students enrolled in alternative education programs).

	Reading/ELL Goal 2
	Increase the percentage of migrant families who actively support literacy development in the home.
	Parent survey questions 4, 5, and 6

	Reading/ELL Goal 3
	Increase the percentage of migrant students (grades 3-12) who are accessing the Internet for academic purposes.
	Parent survey question 5, Access to the Internet for academic purposes compared to survey responses for grades 3-12 (will need to sort some rows).

	Readiness Goal 1
	Increase Kindergarten readiness skills of migrant children and increase their participation in preschool programs.
	Kindergarten readiness skills - Parent survey question 2 (number of “yes” responses); question 3, and 3A.

Preschool participation – number of responses to question 2 with a “no” because not available in the area.

Using local data compare number of migrant students enrolled in Kindergarten and retained one or more years to non-migrant students.

	Readiness Goal 2
	Increase the percentage of migrant families conducting reading and mathematics activities in the home with their preschool-aged children.
	Parent survey – review survey results to see if there are any preschool-aged migrant students in the families surveyed.  Compare to MSIS enrollment information by age.  Review survey results to question 3A, reading and math as well as question 4, and 7.

	Graduation Goal 1
	Increase the percentage of migrant districts awarding partial credit and accepting partial credit.
	Local analysis.  Does the district currently award and accept partial credit?  
MSIS Report, Student Lists, Student Needs Assessment Data Report - analyze report to note the number of courses earned, credits earned, and credits attended (attempted) as compared to grade enrolled to determine what students are behind in credit accumulation to stay on course to graduate.
What policies and/or procedures can be put in place by the district and/or high school(s) that will assist migrant students (especially migrant students with periodic interrupted school years) to get back on course to graduate. 

	Graduation Goal 2
	Increase the percentage of migrant students who report they have been encouraged to graduate from high school and continue with post-secondary opportunities.
