PASS Courses Meeting College Academic Distribution Requirements (CADRs)

Meeting the CADR requirements by completing not less than 3.0 CADRs per year in 9th-12th grades is required for admission at all Washington baccalaureate institutions beginning Summer 2012.
 


Successfully completing all five units of one PASS course listed below earns .5 CADR credit.    When a CADR designated course in a local school was interrupted mid-grading period by a family move, the receiving school may place the student in needed units of a PASS course listed below for completion within that same school year.

	1.0 credit in creative writing, journalistic writing, English as a Second Language, or literature and composition
	Creative Writing, Learning English Through Literature, or any of the literature and composition courses listed above.
	In general, English courses completed outside the USA are counted as ESL and included here.

	
	Math
	· 3.0 credits to include one year each of either algebra, geometry, and intermediate algebra, or else Math I, II and III.

· Senior year math:  Unless the student has completed a pre-calculus, math analysis or calculus course, as a senior, the student must complete 1 year of math, which need not be a higher level of math than has been previously completed.
	Algebra IA, IB, Geometry A, B, Algebra IIA, IIB

Senior year math:  Consumer Math
	· Passing the 10th grade WASL Math Section satisfies 2.0 CADR credits (algebra and geometry, or Math I and II) in this category.

· One year of high school level algebra completed prior to 9th grade may satisfy 1.0 CADR credit provided Algebra II or Math III is completed in 9th-12th grade.

· Senior year math requirement may be satisfied with 1.0 credit of algebra-based biology, chemistry or physics completed in the senior year.

	
	Science
	Complete in 9th-12th grade:

· 1.0 credit of laboratory based science (algebra-based biology, chemistry or physics) .

· 1.0 credit in science (for students admitted to university beginning summer 2010, this credit must also be laboratory based.
	(All are laboratory based:)  
Biology A, B, Integrated Chemistry, Integrated Earth & Space Science, Integrated Life Science, Integrated Physics, Environmental Science A, B
	· If 1.0 credit of algebra-based biology, chemistry or physics is completed in the senior year, it also satisfies the senior-year math CADR requirement.

· WSU requires chemistry or physics.

	
	World Languages
	2.0 credits in the same foreign language (includes Latin or Greek), Native American language, or American Sign language
	(none)
	· Most Washington students who complete their education through 7th grade  in a school outside the US where English was not the language of instruction are considered to have met this requirement.

· 1.0 credit may be completed in 8th grade provided a second 1.0 credit in that language is completed in 9th-12th grade.

	
	Social Science
	3.0 credits in 9th-12th grade in history, anthropology, CWP, economics, geography, government, political science, psychology or sociology.
	Contemporary World Problems, Economics, US Government, US History A, B, Washington State History, World Geography, World History A, B
	

	
	Arts
	1.0 credits in 9th-12th grade in fine, visual, or performing arts, or an additional 1.0 credit completed for one of the other CADR requirements.
	Color and Design
	UW and WWU specify that one-half credit must be in fine, visual or performing arts.
